 C.S.A.õs also give the con-

sumer a chance to get to know their 

farmer.  A òshareó box may contain 

unusual vegetables that the member 

would not otherwise have tried.  It 

offers a chance to try out new reci-

pes.  The consumers are also getting 

fresh produce that has not travelled 

the distances of produce in the gro-

cery stores. 

 Remember that members 

also share in the risks of farming, 

including poor harvests due to unfa-

vorable weather or pests.  Sometimes 

this shared risk is builds community 

among the members.  When a crop is 

scarce, for whatever reason, many 

farmers will make sure the C.S.A. 

members receive first dibs. 

 C.S.A. stands for Commu-

nity Supported Agriculture.  What 

does that mean?  This form of agricul-

ture refers to a community of indi-

viduals that pledge to support a farm 

operation.  They do this by purchas-

ing a òshareó of the anticipated har-

vest.  The farmer generally collects 

the money up front .  In return, the 

members or òshareholderó receives a 

certain portion of the farms vegetable 

and or fruit harvest. 

 One of the C.S.A. advan-

tages for farmers is that the farmers 

can spend time marketing their 

òsharesó during the off season when 

they are not spending 16 hour days in 

the field.  Having the money up front 

also helps off set the costs of the 

farm operation.  A weekly drop off or 

pick up of C.S.A. òsharesó offers the 

farmers a chance to get to know the 

 If you are interested in 

C.S.A.õs, talk to your local farmers.
